What is an elevator speech?
An elevator speech is what you say to someone to promote Zonta when you have just a few moments to do so—like the short time of an
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elevator ride. It is about starting a conversation and opening the door for them to want to learn more about our organization. The goal is to get
their contact information so you can follow through when there is more time.

How do you do this?

First, have a brief description of Zonta ready, and more importantly, a good follow-up question to engage them and discover more about them.
